To commemorate the occasion of the 180th Anniversary of St Joseph’s 
Church (Bukit Timah), our Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV, has granted a 
plenary indulgence.

We will be launching this on the Solemnity of St Joseph, Spouse of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary on Thursday 19 March at the 7.00 pm Mass in the 
Main Church.  There will be no 6.30 Mass in the Chapel of St Joseph.  
(The 6.30 am Mass will also be held in the Main Church.)

At the 7 pm Mass, there will be a brief sharing by Msgr Peter Zhang on 
what a plenary indulgence is and what are the prescribed conditions.  

Parishioners would have noticed that that 7 bells have already been 
installed in the bell tower.  We are targeting to have the bells rung on 
Thursday 19 March.  We will share more with you on the bells and the 
saints that have been selected to adorn them in the coming weeks.

Once the bell tower is complete, we will commence the construction of 
a piazza (a little open space in front of the bell tower) with benches for 
parishioners to sit and pray.  

We hope that that you will enjoy these amenities once they are 
completed.
