The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (in Latin : 
Corpus Christi) is celebrated to honour the real presence of the body 
(corpus) of Jesus Christ in the bread and wine of the Eucharist, which 
is the centre of our faith, and the summit of our belief.  

On this Solemnity, 
a) the Extra-Ordinary Ministers of Holy Communion (EMHC) will renew 
their commitment and pledge at the Sunset Mass; 
b) 81 children will receive their First Holy Communion at the 5.30 pm 
Mass on Sunday; and 
c) to celebrate this important feast, we will have the traditional 
procession of Corpus Christi after the 5.30 pm Mass. 

Ordination to Priesthood

With hearts full of gratitude, we were blessed to host the Ordination to 
the Priesthood of 4 deacons on Monday, 1 June 2026, the Feast of St 
Justin Martyr. 

It was a moment of grace for the whole Archdiocese - the first time in 
many years that 4 men were raised to the priesthood together. Over 
3,000 Catholics from parishes across Singapore gathered as one Body 
of Christ, witnessing the laying on of hands and the outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit. The church was filled with prayer, tears of joy, and the 
beauty of a sacred tradition handed down from the Apostles.
